Activity Six - The Space Race

Curriculum Links

6.1 In this activity students will research the history of space flight and focus on the social and political aspects
of the “space race'. They will prepare a short drama that will convey their impressions of the impact of space
exploration on governments, society, culture and the world at large. This task will require significant
preparation time.

6.2 Explain to the students that they are to create a short drama that explores the history of the “space race’,
and its political and social impacts. Remind your students of earlier activities that explored movement and the
actor-audience relationship. They may wish to draw on these experiences in creating their short drama.

Students should build two narrative lines into their performance. One narrative line will refer to specific
historical and factual information about the “space race'. This could be conveyed through direct narration,
dramatisation, parody and/or multi-media.

Encourage students to create their own characters to focus on in the second narrative line in their drama. For
example: they may follow a young Russian character who has an obsession with aliens and flying saucers; or
a girl who has dreams of being an astronaut; or a present day couple who spend their retirement on a shuttle
trip to the stratosphere. The two narrative lines should interrelate to show how the “space race' had an impact
of political and social views.

6.3 In rehearsals, review each group on a regular basis to check on the progress of their work. Ask students
to refer to the elements of drama listed below to help shape their performance work. Provide constructive
feedback on the development of plot, character, the use of space and the interrelationship between the
narrative lines. Challenge students to clarify the keys issues and ideas they wish to convey through dramatic
elements.

Elements of Drama

- Character and role - Situation - Tension

- Focus - Time and place - Movement and sound
- Space - Moment - Rhythm

- Dramatic structure - Symbol mood atmosphere - Audience engagement

- Dramatic meaning
